Recommendations
 Interaction – Teacher/Student 
· Acknowledge the amount and range of purposeful interaction occurring and the amount of quality feedback being provided
· Personalise feedback to suit each individual. Make links to what has been discussed previously
·  Communicate and revisit the class learning focus throughout the week’s sessions
·   Monitor interruptions to individual conferences
·  Plan for teacher feedback that motivates, extends and encourages
· Be aware of possible learning intention and individual goal confusion
Interaction – Student/Student
· Minimise tendency to focus on spelling
· Recognise the significance of student discussions resulting from teacher comments on individual’s writing
· Believe it - students move between on-task/off-task interaction often but quickly!
· Encourage peer conferencing/writing groups at all stages of writing process, and reading out-loud to each other
Classroom literacy practices to encourage effective interaction 
· Use of models of writing
· Use of goal setting/recording sheets
· Sharing of student writing
· Teacher acknowledgement of ‘effective writing’ publicly
· Use of personal experience as a basis for writing
· When using individual conferencing –
